Khar I. Subject of a Crime in the Sphere of State Secrets Protection, State Border Control, State Border Inviolability, Ensuring of Military Conscription and Mobilization 

In this article, the research of the subject of crimes in the sphere of state secrets protection, state border control, state border inviolability, ensuring of military conscription and mobilization, provided for by the Chapter XIV of the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, is made. The author’s definition of the subject of the mentioned crimes is suggested. 

The author pays attention to the variety of views on the classification of subjects of a crime in legal literature.

The author is convinced that such a contradictory classification of subjects of a crime and their interpretation in criminal science and case law cannot be useful for law enforcement bodies and courts in the matter of combating crimes. The researcher insists on the necessity of a deeper research of a subject of a crime in general and subjects of crimes provided for by the Chapter XIV of the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine in particular.

The article covers with the research crimes in the sphere of state secrets protection, state border control, state border inviolability, ensuring of military conscription and mobilization, provided for by the Chapter XIV of the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The author proves that substantive examination of subjects of the mentioned crimes has significant importance for the criminal law theory and law enforcement practice. 

The author also notes that analyze of the provisions in the sphere of  state secrets protection, state border control, state border inviolability, ensuring of military conscription and mobilization shows the different approaches of the legislator to the describing the mentioned crimes. The author also notes the differences between scientific viewpoints on the matter of a subject of the mentioned crimes.  

Investigating the existing scientific positions concerning the subject of crimes against public order and morality, the author debates with other researchers.

The analyze of the existing viewpoints on the subject of each crime of the mentioned chapter allows the author to define positive moments, that may be useful to cope with the task of the research.

As a result of the research, the author formulates his own definition of the subject of crimes provided for by the Chapter XIV of the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The conclusions concerning contractor character of viewpoints on the subject of the mentioned crimes and his features are also made.  
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
