Kovalovа T. Territorial Scope of the Law on Criminal Responsibility in Space

The article expounds the following concepts: "principle", "territorial principle", "sovereignty" and "jurisdiction". The author argues with the authors that offer definitions of the above-mentioned concepts, offers definitions of these concepts based on research.

The publication explains full and limited criminal jurisdiction of Ukraine. Attention is focused on the fact that territorial jurisdiction is connected with territorial principle and the principle of diplomatic immunity as well. The author makes detailed analysis prescriptive of parts one, two, and three of Article 6 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The scholarly work explains the concept of "territory of Ukraine" on the basis of norms of the constitutional law of Ukraine, international law and the Law of Ukraine "On State Border of Ukraine." In the publication, the author analyzes the regulations and views on land territory, water areas (internal territorial waters), warships, merchant ships, military aircraft, non-military aircraft. Also in the article, the general provisions and each of the elements of Ukraine’s territory and their explanations in publications and current legislation are considered. Special attention is given to the territories by type of law regulation (state territory, the international area, the area of the mixed regime) and examples of such areas. An important place in this work is given to the so-called territories of migratory nature (kvaziterritories) and criminal jurisdiction of Ukraine, acting on these objects.

The author also distinguishes objects that cannot be the territory of Ukraine, but which under certain conditions regulated by international law and laws of Ukraine have Jurisdiction and the law on criminal responsibility of Ukraine.

A significant attention in the article is given to immunity of diplomatic missions of the state (the principle of diplomatic immunity); immunity of international organizations and their staff; immunity of heads of state and members of the organizational delegations; immunities of special missions and consular immunity.
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
