Kubrak P. Pretrial Investigation in Ukrainian Lands during their Affiliation with Lithuania, Poland, Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth during ХIV – ХVII Ages 

The article deals with the research of the historical grounds of the formation of pretrial investigation in Ukrainian Lands during their Affiliation with Lithuania, Poland, Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth during ХIV – ХVIIth ages, and is important for theory and practice of temporary criminal proceedings in Ukraine. 

At the beginning of the article the author deals with the following matters: stay of the Ukrainian lands within Lithuanian Duchy, the development of the court relations between Lithuanian administration and the Ukrainian grand people on the ground of agreements; the development of the legal culture, law, and legislation in the ХIVth century, grounds for the trial; the influence of the Kyivska Rus on the trial in the Grand Duchy of Lithuania.

Further, the author characterizes the Galicia that joined the Polish Kingdom, pays attention to the establishment of the Polish administration and the expansion of Polish law. The author deals with the following matters:  legal system of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth, sources of law, and a number of statutes, that were based on Polish customary law provisions and played important role in regulation of social relations. The author also pays attention to the Union of Lublin, thanks to which the Polish administration and the Polish administrative-territorial division were established in Ukraine: Grand Poland, Minor Poland, which included most part of the occupied Ukrainian lands (Kyiv region,  Volhynia, Podolia), for which the new period of coexistence with this state had began.   

In the context of the research of the development of law and judicature in the Ukrainian lands while the Polish period the author deals with the 3rd Lithuanian Statute, that influenced a lot the legislation of the neighbor countries, was considered to be an official collection of laws in Ukraine-Hetmanate and remained in effect up to the middle of the XIXth century.  The author describes the development of criminal law in Polish and Ukrainian lands, points out the main sources of the substantive and procedural law, names the case law, and characterizes the development ant main factors of the trial in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth I that period of history. 

As t last period of the research the author names the Zaporozhian Sich as a social body, that had its own autonomy, and describes the development of law and trial on this territory in the period of ХVIIth century,  makes some conclusions concerning the development of the legal culture in Ukrainian lands during ХIV – ХVIIth ages.  
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
