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Annotation. Busol O. Yu. Theory of Broken Windows as a New Way of Crime Prevention for the Patrol Police
In the article, possibility and ways of crime prevention for patrol forces of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine on the basis of an application of a theory of broken windows (hereinafter – TBW) are considered.  The author proves the grounds for use of the mentioned theory with respect to the insufficient effectiveness of the preventive measures of the classical criminal law.

The experience of reformation of police forces with the application of TBW in the United States of America is cinsidered. Studies of the German, Canadian, and Netherlands scientists on this issue, as well as Singaporean strategy of influence on the anticriminal consciousness of citizens, are researched. The importance of the study of reasons and motives for "street offenses" is underlined. 
It is concluded, that for determination of the possibility of application and adaptation of the theory of broken windows to Ukrainian realities, ТBW must pass all-round empiric and multilevel statistical verification of the efficiency exactly in Ukraine.It os necessary to provide a complex empiric analysis of all existent theories and hypotheses on the topic, as well as data from official statistics of law enforcement authorities, in particular, study of the action of TBW in different regions, comparing its effectiveness to the efficiency of other methods of counteraction to criminality. The empiric basis for analyzing also includes data from the chambers of video-supervision in different districts and cities of Ukraine; questioning of the detained violators and victims; questioning of citizens/ 
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
