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Oliinyk V. Subject of a Crime of Marine Pollution 

In this article, the theoretical provisions of a subject of a crime in general and of a subject of a crime under Article 243 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine specifically are researched. 

The author analyzed different juridical, philosophic, medical, and psychological literature concerning the matter of a subject of a crime. In the Article, methodological problems of the concept of a subject of a crime in criminal law science, including criminal theory and legal viewpoints I. Kant, G.W.F. Hegel, L.A. von Feuerbach, J.G. Fichte, and other researchers of law that had great influence on the development of legal ideas in Ukraine, are specified. The Article also deals with the matters of criminal capacity and incapacity of a person, which committed a crime, that is one of the most important in the criminal law concerning a subject of a crime and was solved by the representatives of various law schools in different ways. The author defines theoretical grounds concerning age peculiarities of a subject of a crime. The correlation between items “subject of a crime” and “personality of a criminal” is also investigated. 

Specific attention in the Article is paid to the matter of classification of subjects of a crime. The author critically analyzes the existing classification of subjects of a crime, presented in scientific publications.  

The author researches existing viewpoints on the subject of a crime stated in Parts 1 and 2, Article 243 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, and suggests his own vision concerning the subject of the mentioned crime grounding on provisions of the national and international legislation. 

The subject of a crime stated in Part 3, Article 243 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine is analyzed in detail. The list of possible subjects of this crime is defined. In this matter, the author refers to the array of conventions that promotes proper research of a subject of crimes under Parts 1, 2, and 3, Article 243 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. 

Some conclusions, important both for theory and practice of criminal law, are made. 
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
