Poharchenko T. General Description of Factors that Determine Crimes in the Field of Commercial Activity
The article substantiates the significance of theoretical research in clarifying the nature and peculiarities of criminality determination in the field of commercial activity, factors that cause and effect its significant adverse changes. The problem of criminality determination is one of the most important in criminology. Studies of crime determinants in the field of commercial activity contribute to the formation of a scientific-based system of measures to prevent criminality in the field mentioned.

Based on the fact that criminality in the field of commercial activity is a part of criminality in economics, the article analyzes views of various scientists on the determination of economic criminality in general and criminality in commercial and business activities, in particular.

Moreover, the article deals with the following concepts as determinism, determination, and determinants.

The author mentions that there are many determinants of criminality classification based on criteria selected for it in criminological literature.

Based on the present study and analysis of scientists and criminologists’ research, it was concluded that effective crime prevention in the field of commercial activity, requires, above all, a clear understanding of factors that determine crimes in this field. Therefore, to develop measures to prevent any type of crime, including crimes in the field of commercial activity, it is necessary to identify reasons or groups of reasons that encourage criminals and determine their actions, circumstances that create favorable conditions for the commission of such acts. The fact that crime in the field of commercial activity belongs to economic criminality was taken as a methodological basis of the research covered in the article so the classification of criminality determination factors in the field of commercial activity is summarized as follows: a) Economic: low income level of the most people in Ukraine over a long period of time; inability to accumulate a significant amount of wealth by fair work for the most people; availability of constant process of ready asset redistribution between financial and political groups depending on political situation changing in the country; b) Legal: presence of gaps in Ukrainian legislation allowing parties concerned to abuse their powers; lack of legal regulation concerning certain aspects of relations in the field of commercial activity; c) Ideological: a general decline of legal culture, creation and strengthening of the cult of consumption and easy enrichment in the society, lack of consistent state policy on formation of positive values in the society; d) Individual: moral and psychological factors that determine crimes in the field of commercial activity.
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
