Shnypko. O.S. Subject of a Crime of Knowingly Unlawful Detention, Forced Bringing, House Arrest, or Holding in Custody 
In this article, a subject of a crime of knowingly unlawful detention, forced bringing, house arrest, or holding in custody is researched. The author examines general provisions regarding a subject of a crime, specifically, matters of classification of subjects of a crime, suggested the authentic approach to such classification; critically researched the scientific vocabulary concerning a subject of a crime. The author critically examines existing viewpoints on the subject of a crime of a knowingly unlawful detention, forced bringing, house arrest, or holding in custody (Article 371 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine), highlights their positive aspects. The author also researched the actual perpetrator of a crime in the doctor paper of R.I.Melnyk and stated that the mentioned paper is based on the outdated legislation.

 The detailed analysis of the current legislation regarding the subject of a crime of a knowingly unlawful detention, forced bringing, house arrest, or holding in custody is provided. The provisions of Articles 187-191, 207-21, and 528 of the current Criminal Procedure Code of Ukraine, that regulate an order and aim of the specification of subjects of a crime of a knowingly unlawful detention, forced bringing, house arrest, or holding in custody, and use of preventive measures in criminal procedures are specifically researched.     

The author’s definition of the subject of the researched crime is suggested.
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
