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        In the article, the extraterritorial operation of the law on criminal responsibility in space is investigated. 

The author accentuates, that the legal thought touches problems of the extraterritorial operation of the law in space. In the work, the conception is considered, that the extraterritorial jurisdiction includes spacious principles of the operation of the law on criminal responsibility as citizenship (personal), real (security or protection), and universal. The author explores foreign and domestic views concerning the extraterritorial operation of the law of Ukraine on criminal responsibility in space, critically examines them and makes conclusions grounding on the volume of realization of the power, jurisdiction of which may be prescriptive (possibility of government to establish demands and to provide legal assessment of legal factors) and executive (provision of legal orders through the realization of remedies of compulsions), and characterizes these types of jurisdiction.   

In the article, the current legislature is analyzed, in particular, the law of Ukraine “On Citizenship of Ukraine”, the law of Ukraine “On Legal Status of Foreigners and Individuals without a Citizenship”, as well as international legal acts, which touch this problem. The author suggests determining the necessity of legal consolidation of the rule, which is contained in Part 1, Article 7 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, due to the certain reasons, which the author justifies as for the subsidiary of rules of the operation of law on criminal, responsibility in space. In the work, special attention is provided to the extraterritorial jurisdiction, which is strongly determined by the international legal duties of Ukraine in the sphere of combating crime. The necessity of cosmopolitan (universal) principle of operation of criminal law in space, which has appeared due to the development of the international criminal law, is proved.

The author pays attention to the existing views on the definitions of international crimes and crimes of an international character, takes notice to the positive positions of other authors and their limitations, and analyzes numerous international conventions, which touch the subject of the article. The conclusion is being done as for the content of the universal (cosmopolitan) principle; the author suggests the solution under the competition of universal principle with the territorial principle or the principle of citizenship.        
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
