       Prysiazhnyi V. Modern Understanding of an Object of a Crime of Pollution, Obstruction, and Exhaustion of Water Objects 

In this article, the author presents a modern understanding of an object of a crime of pollution, obstruction, and exhaustion of water objects provided for by the Article 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. This is a consistent, scientifically grounded research of an object of a crime under Article 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine and has significant importance for the theory of criminal law, legislative activity, and correct application of current legislation.  

The author states a well-known fact that a criminal offence is impossible without an object at which this offence is pointed. For this reason, it is necessary to define a generic and direct object of a crime provided for by Article 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. 

To define a natural environment as a generic object the author investigates different scientific viewpoints and debates with their authors. 

In author’s opinion, the direct object of the researched crime is not always clearly defined in the available scientific papers, so the author pays high attention to this matter. The author researches different viewpoints concerning the object of the felonious water pollution (violation of water protection rules) and debates with their authors. 

Aiming to reach the optimal definition of the direct object of the researched crime the author takes into account all positive approach to the understanding of the researched social relations, investigates some of them in detail, and defines their positive and negative aspects. 

Next, the author pays attention to the structure of social relations of this crime that consists of the following elements: subjects, matter, and social connection. Grounding on this entry provisions, the author provides a detailed research of the direct object of a crime. 

Further, the author researches the subject of relations, social connection and the target of a crime of violation of water protection rules, and suggests his own definition of the target of a crime provided for by Article 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. 

Having the definition of the target of a crime of felonious pollution and exhaustion of water objects, in other words, the item concerning which the conditions originate and social relations appear, the author suggests his own definition of the object of a crime provided for by Article 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. 
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
