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        The general methods of corruption offenses in the sphere of physical culture and sports are considered.  Their basic forms and manifestations are determined.  State anti-corruption measures in the sphere of physical culture and sports, including legislative innovations, both at the general and departmental levels, are analyzed.

   The purpose of the article is to identify the main forms and methods of corruption offenses in the sphere of physical culture and sports, and analyze the state anti-corruption measures in this sphere, giving them a critical assessment.

The most common corruption offenses are: the bribing of senior or main trainers in order to include in the main composition of national team “your own” athlete; bribery of judges and unfair judging of competitions; contractual matches.



That’s why the legislative body of Ukraine added to the Criminal Code of Ukraine Article 3693 “Illegal Influence on the results of Official Sports Competitions”. This article provides criminal responsibility for two socially dangerous acts: 1) the influence on the results of official sports events and the benefits resulting from such actions; 2) violation of the ban on placing sports bets. The latter is a really topical issue, but it has a number of legislative inaccuracies.



Meanwhile, bookmaking is officially banned in Ukraine. Only state lotteries are allowed. But private firms with a lobby in parliament can become the state operator of lotteries and actually carry out bookmaking activity.



Today active anti-corruption activities are being conducted by the Ministry of Youth and Sports, at least at the normative level and on March 3, 2017, approved an Anti-Corruption Program 2017.



In addition, the most common corruption violations in the sphere of physical culture and sports also include: misuse of budget funds allocated for the implementation of state sports programs, or the organization of sports; renting sports facilities almost by task, writing off sports inventory and assets of sports facilities when reorganizing or eliminating sports facilities, manipulations of funds during the construction of sports grounds, etc.



The corruption schemes in the sphere of physical culture and sports are quite diverse in their variations and forms, as well as in the subject structure. Therefore, the state should still not fight the consequences, but effectively prevent corruption.
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
