Shestakov V. Subjective Aspect of a Crime of Illegal Hunting
In this article, the subjective aspect of a crime of illegal hunting is researched. This paper has significant importance for criminal law theory and law enforcement practice of law enforcement authorities and courts. The features of the subjective aspect of a crime of illegal hunting are defined. 

At the beginning of the research, the author concentrates his attention on the definition of a subjective aspect of a crime existing in juridical literature in general and of a crime provided for by Article 248 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine in particular. The author notes different viewpoints in this aspect and debates with their authors. 

Further, the author investigates the stated issue with regard to its elements. The author starts with such an essential element of a subjective aspect of a crime in general and of a crime provided for by Article 248 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine in particular as “guilt”. The author defines this element both in formally and materially defined crimes. 

The author also investigates the issue of an intellectual and volition moments (aspects) of an intention in illegal hunting.

Next, the author researches motive, which comes with the definition of a concrete aim by the person. The core of an aim and a motive are defined. 

The author pays attention to the intent of the researched crime. It is proved that illegal hunting is characterized with the direct and accessory intent (with regard to the consequences). 

The conclusions regarding each essential element of a subjective aspect of a crime of illegal hunting are made in the research.

Grounding on the research of preliminary investigation data and case law the author states that a crime provided for by Article 248 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine may be committed only with direct intent when it is classified as a formally defined crime, and with regard to such a feature as essential damage – the mental attitude of a person may be both direct and accessory intent.         
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
