Savenkova T. Separation of a Crime of Concealing or Distorting Information about the Ecological State or Morbidity of the Population from Related Offenses and Similar Administrative Delinquency
The article distinguishes the crime provided for in Art. 238 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine from the crime described in the disposition of Part 3 of Article 243 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine and from administrative violations stipulated by Articles 82-3, 83-1, 91-4, 188-5, 188-11, 212-2, 212-3 of the Code of Ukraine on Administrative Offenses  on the ground of the elements and features of these offenses. The general provisions on the separation of related offenses and similar administrative and legal cases are analyzed.
The author stresses, that in order to research a certain crime, define its elements and provide correct qualification, it is necessary to separate it from related crimes and similar administrative offense. For this reason, the author examines the idea of related crimes and defines three main types of the resemblance of crimes.   

In the article, the author considers the following question: on which grounds should a crime of concealing or distorting information about the ecological state or morbidity of the population be separated from related crimes? In author’s opinion, this matter has both theoretical and great practical importance.

For this reason the author provides separation of a crime of concealing or distorting information about the ecological state or morbidity of the population (Article 2398 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine) from a crime under Part 3, Article 243 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine and similar administrative offenses on the grounds of an object, target of a crime, subject of a crime, and mental element of a crime. 

Basing on the research, the author formulates the conclusions regarding the differences between the mentioned crime and the related crime as well as similar administrative offenses on the grounds of an object, target of a crime, subject of a crime, and mental element of a crime.
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
