Volkova T. І. The Subject of a Crime of Illegal Fishing or Hunting or Any Other Sea Hunting Industry Provided for in Part 1 of Article 249 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine

In this article, there is an analysis of issues relating to such subject of crime as illegal fishing or hunting or any other sea hunting industry as provided for in Article 249 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine (hereinafter – the CC of Ukraine), which is important for the theory and practice of criminal law.

According to the analysis made in this article, it is obvious that many famous scientists were involved in the process of studying a subject of crime; however, these issues have not been determined properly.  
The author proposes a list of thoughts regarding the disclosure of the signs of the subject of crime. The work has been done on their consistent determination and substantiation.

This issue is analyzed in the historical aspect, namely: theoretical analysis of the subject of a crime in criminal law in the Soviet period of the development of the USSR and of its component – the UkrSSR.

The paper highlights academicians’ thoughts as to the notion of the subject of crime mentioned in the criminal law sources. A lot of literature has been worked up. 

The paper raises the issue of the theoretical basis of the subject of a crime, such as the age provided by the law - a circumstance that determines the beginning of criminal responsibility for a committed offence.

Correlation of such concepts as "subject of a crime" and "identity of criminal" is analyzed. Their definitions are differentiated.

The problem of classification of the subject of crime is investigated in this article.

The author makes conclusions about such concept as "private person" and "official person".

The article analyzes a number of different approaches to the understanding of the subject of the investigated crime.

The author proposes a list of thoughts as to disclosure of the signs of the subject of the crime, stipulated in Article 249 of the CC of Ukraine.

While studying this problem, the author points to positive and negative points related to disclosure of the signs of the subject of this crime. 

The answers have been received as to the questions of what exactly should be understood in relation to the definition of the subject of crime - illegal fishing or hunting or any other sea hunting industry.

The author gives her own explanation of the notion of the subject of the crime.
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
