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The article investigates the mental element of a crime stipulated by Article 136 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The general theoretical provisions concerning the mental element of a crime are clarified. Viewpoints on the mental element of a crime provided for in Article 136 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine are researched. The author formulates the author's vision of the mental element of the crime in Parts 1 and 3, Article 136 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine as materially defined crimes, and also in part 2 of the same article as a formally defined crime. 

The article investigates the mental element of a crime of not providing assistance to a person, which is in a life-threatening situation (Article 136 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine). By clarifying the general theoretical problems of the mental element of a crime, as well as analyzing existing views based on the study, the differences of the subjective aspect of the crime as an element of the crime from guilt, motive, purpose as signs of the mental element of a crime are defined. The present paper examines the existing views on the mental element of the crime envisaged in Article 136 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, which are subjected to critical analysis. The author explains viewpoints on the double form of guilt and the blended form of guilt. Following the double form of guilt, the expert clarifies the internal aspect of a crime of the failure to provide assistance to a person in a state of danger to life. The paper states that the motive and purpose in this crime are optional features and does not influence the qualification of the act provided for in Article 136 of the Criminal Code, but is important for the application of punishment
The paper uses a number of sources that contributed to the disclosure of a mental element of a crime of the failure to provide assistance to a person in a state of danger to life.
