Roshchina I. Compliance of the Criminal Legislation of Ukraine with Article 13 of the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms
In accordance with the provisions of Article 13 of the European Convention, each person has the right to an effective remedy for his rights, but not only does not establish a specific list of these means but does not provide an effective means of legal protection of human rights. Thus, the wording of this article contributes to the violation of the rights of Ukrainian citizens by national courts.
Characteristically, the judgments made by the European Court, on the statements of citizens of Ukraine about the violation of their rights by national courts, in which, together with other articles of the European Convention, Article 13 of this Convention is the largest number. So, only on the website of the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine, the number of decisions of the European Court, which also refer to and on Article 13 of the European Convention is more than 90. And, if you take into account that a large number of applications was annexed to individual cases by the European Court (for example, in the case of "Husbandry and others v. Ukraine", 249 petitions were joined), the number of decisions that were applied Art. 13 of the European Convention is several hundred. All this testifies to the absence of effective remedies for human rights in Ukraine, and the lack of sufficient use of the available funds in practice. Therefore, it was necessary to consider not only the requirements of the European Court on this problem, but also to identify the reasons for the lack of effective remedies for human rights in Ukraine and the non-use of available means in practice.
On various dates, the Government of Ukraine, on numerous applications, sent unilateral declarations and proposals to the European Court to resolve the applicants' complaints of continued non-compliance with national decisions. The European Court considered these declarations and proposals and rejected them, since they clearly did not meet the requirements of the European Convention. Regarding some of the statements, the Government of Ukraine issued comments that were also rejected by the European Court of Justice.
Based on the analysis of the articles of the Ukrainian legislation related to the right to an effective remedy, as well as a number of decisions of the European Court regarding the statements of citizens of Ukraine, we can conclude:
1. The Government of Ukraine not only does not take any real measures to create an effective way of legal protection of human rights in national law, but also clearly does not sufficiently apply such opportunities already in practice.
2. The absence in the national legislation of Ukraine of provisions imposing mandatory judicial control in connection with a possible violation of the rights and freedoms guaranteed by the European Convention is considered by the European Court as a violation of the European Convention itself, with all the consequences resulting from its legal consequences.

For a more effective way of legal protection of human rights in national legislation, it is necessary:
1. To strengthen the sanctions of Articles 371, 372, 373 374 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine.
2. To hold the election of judges, and not to appoint, as it is currently done.
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
