Matchuk S. Some Aspects of Separation of the Subject Matter Jurisdiction in Land Disputes
The article stresses that the availability of effective legal regulation of land relations in general and effective mechanisms for solving land disputes, in particular, is one of the conditions for the socio-economic development of the country. In addition, for the development of society on a democratic basis, it is very important to create conditions that would allow avoiding corruption phenomena, bureaucracy, and unprofessionalism in this area. The true effectiveness of the land dispute consideration system in the state can only be said when the principles of effective, fair and impartial consideration of land disputes are laid down not only in legal acts, but also constitute the basis for the activity of judicial and public authorities, legislative activity of the Parliament in this sphere and the citizens' legal consciousness.

The author points out that during the years of building an independent state, the land issue has not been removed from the agenda, the solution of which is complicated every year. This, in turn, leads to a steady increase in the number of land disputes, the cases of which in courts are considered one of the most difficult.

In the course of the study, several significant features of the land dispute have been identified that distinguish them from other categories of disputes. One of the signs of a land dispute, the author calls his object, that is, the most significant properties and features of his object. To determine the object composition of the land dispute it is advisable to take as a basis the basic provisions of Part 3 of Art. 2 of the Land Code of Ukraine, where the object of land relations is defined "land within Ukraine, land plots and rights to them, including land shares (shares)". The subject of a land dispute is the declared claim of the subject of land legal relations to the competent authority regarding the implementation of the rights that are due to him, and in some cases - in relation to the obligation of other parties to the dispute to observe the obligations specified by law. Another feature of land disputes is considered to be their specific subjectivity. Another indication of any dispute, including land, is the appropriate procedure for its solution. According to the current legislation, land disputes are settled in court and out of court.

The author emphasizes that in the consideration of the courts of land disputes, the question of the relation of public and private in the land law raises a number of problems of delimiting the competence of economic and other courts to deal with such disputes.

It is concluded that if land disputes are resolved in the course of economic proceedings, the procedure provided for by the Commercial Procedural Code of Ukraine is applied, and in the event that a land dispute in accordance with the legislation is subordinate to the administrative court, it is subject to compliance with the procedure provided for by the Code of Administrative Justice of Ukraine. In other cases, land disputes are subject to general courts and are resolved in accordance with the procedure provided for by the Civil Procedural Code.

At the same time, the question of the delineation of jurisdiction cannot be resolved only through the advisory explanations of the higher courts, since, firstly, the volume of issues that need to be resolved and, finally, the form of such a settlement would obviously be reminiscent of the normative act, and, -the second, the factor of existing competition of jurisdictions necessarily impedes the harmonization of law enforcement positions. Therefore, it would be expedient to resolve issues of jurisdiction and jurisdiction of land disputes of different categories not only in the form of explanations, recommendations, newsletters and generalizations of judicial practice of the higher judicial bodies but also by making appropriate changes and clarifications at the legislative level.
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
