Myronenko V. Definition of a Subject of a Right to Claim Compensation for Damages Caused by the Death of a Victim 
The article contains the analysis of the legal and doctrinal principles for determining subjects of a right to claim for damages caused by the death of a victim. 

The article emphasizes that since life is the most important good and its loss is irreparable, it requires an increased protection. However, the author states that despite the importance of such non-material good as human life, there are a lot of unsolved issues regarding damages caused by the death of an individual. In particular, the issues of identifying the range of persons entitled to damages, those connected with the order of compensation and a number of other issues. The author draws attention to the fact that current civil law is not able to foresee the possibilities to prevent damage to life and health of a citizen, but the law is in power to establish particular ways of protection of the violated civil rights. Tort obligations primarily indirectly perform an obligation to protect the life and health of citizens via compensation of damage caused by injury to health or the death of an individual.
Subject structure of these legal relations is one of the elements of the legal relationship regarding damages.

Considering the issue of determining the range of participants of the legal relations regarding an obligation of compensation of damages caused by a death of a victim, it can be argued that different persons may act as both a person who is obliged to undo the damage suffered and the person who is entitled to claim damages in the specified type of a tort. Depending on the type of damage caused by a death of a victim the subjects who are entitled to demand compensation can be divided into two groups: those who incurred property damage and those who incurred non-pecuniary damage. Among persons who suffered property damage, individual rights can be granted to the following ones: dependents (survivors); creditors under contracts; beneficiaries of the contract of insurance; persons who suffered actual damage.

When referring to legislation, the author states that in the event of a death of a victim the disabled persons who were in his maintenance or those who had the right to receive maintenance from him on the day of his death as well as the child of a victim born after his death have the right to damages. In addition, it is noticed that the legislator determines the exclusive list of the disabled who are entitled to such compensation. They are: children; husband (wife); parents (adoptive parents) who have reached the retirement age; a disabled person whom the victim was obliged to maintain; one of the parents (adoptive parents) or the other of the spouses or other family member regardless of age and disability, if they do not work but take care of children, brothers, sisters, grandchildren of a victim; other disabled persons who had maintenance of a victim.

During the study, there were determined the "family member" concept and the idea of a family member ability to be entitled to claim for damages caused by the death of a victim.

It is concluded that the determination of the creditors (injured parties) in the relations regarding compensation of damages caused by a death of a victim is possible only after the occurrence of such obligation with simultaneous determination of all the persons who suffered losses and, accordingly, have acquired the right to claim for their compensation. The right to claim for compensation of the damages caused by the death of the victim is no way attached to any family or maintenance relationship with the victim. In each particular case, it is the court to recognize a person as the subject of the right to claim for liability.
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
