Vitko O. An Object and a Perpetrator of a Crime Provided by Article 158-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine «Illegal destruction of Election Documentation or Referendum Documents» 
An object of a crime is arranged by different social norms, the most important social relations protected by the rules of criminal law against a particular criminal offense, and which as a result of such a criminal offense always causes significant harm in the form of deprivation of the possibility or threat of deprivation of opportunity subjects of relations, to realize their interests, to satisfy their needs, to benefit from any benefits.

The structure of the social relations in the field of storage of election documentation and referendum documents is analyzed. Subjects of public relations regarding the provision of storage of election documentation or referendum documents beyond the statutory period of storage in state archival institutions and in the Central Election Commission of Ukraine after conducting elections or referendums include natural and legal persons are defined. It is emphasized that the given social relations consist in ensuring the conditions of storage of these documents in state archival institutions, regarding the satisfaction of the requirements for obtaining certain information from those documents within a certain period of time as a result of their preservation, regarding the properties of these documents, to keep information about a certain election process and his results or the voting process at the referendum and its results. It has been determined that social communication of such relations manifests itself in the socially useful activity of their subjects regarding the storage of election documentation or documents of the referendum and the duties of employees of state archival institutions to comply with the conditions of storage of this documentation.

On the basis of which it is determined that an object of a crime provided for in Article 158-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine is a public-law-regulated right to ensure the storage of election documentation or referendum documents in state archival institutions after an election or a referendum.

Also in the article, the author adheres to the position that an object of a crime is - an independent optional for all crimes, but for the substantive components of crimes an element of the crime, which can be any things, information, energy, which have a material expression, with the properties of which and with reference to which, the law on criminal liability links the presence of the crime in the acts of the individual, therefore, the object of the crime is related to the object in the same way as with other elements of the crime. In connection with this, it is determined that the subject of an offense under Article 158-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine it is necessary to recognize the election documentation or referendum documents which are to be kept in state archival institutions within the period established by the law and which have their material expression, as well as legal, physical and social features inherent to these documents. These documents include the reports of election commissions on the count of voters 'votes at polling stations, the results of voting in territorial election districts, election ballots, ballot control ballots, voter lists, acts, applications, complaints of violation of the law during voting and counting of voters' votes , other protocols and decisions of election commissions are kept at the local state archival institutions within five years from the day of the official announcement of the results of the elections or referendum.
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
