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Annotation. In the article, enforcement issues are investigated in the mechanism of legal regulation and practice of law enforcement of Ukraine and EU countries. It is concluded that the counteraction to the abuse of procedural rights in the enforcement proceedings in the EU countries is built first, on stable rules of law, tested by many years of practice, systematically presented in legislation on enforcement matters, and secondly, on the effective mechanism for applying such legislation. The inadmissibility of the abuse of the law in the enforcement proceedings of the EU countries is ensured by the limits of the exercise of civil rights and the exercise of the rights of citizens and organizations.

The opposition to the abuse of procedural rights in enforcement proceedings in the EU is built, firstly, on the stable, multi-year practice of the rules of law, which are systematically presented in the law on issues of enforcement proceedings, and secondly, on the effective mechanism for the application of such legislation. The inadmissibility of abuse of the law in the enforcement proceedings of the EU countries is ensured by the realization of civil rights and the realization of citizens and organizations the rights. In more detail, the law on executive proceedings distinguishes:

1) the organizational boundaries of the implementation of the rights of citizens and organizations in the enforcement proceedings;

2) spatial limits of the realization of the rights of citizens and organizations in the enforcement proceedings;

3) time limits for the implementation of the rights of citizens and organizations in the enforcement proceedings. These limits are simultaneously procedural guarantees of the realization of the rights of citizens and organizations in the enforcement proceedings.
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
