Zaika Y.A. The Accessibility of Justice as a Condition for the Protection of Civil Rights   
The accessibility of justice is the ability of any citizen to apply to the court for the protection of the violated right and to obtain a fair judicial decision within the established time limits; the opportunity to use qualified legal assistance at all stages of the trial; the applicant's ability to pay all court fees associated with filing an application, appealing against court decisions, and executing a court decision; the possibility of the plaintiff to bear all the costs associated with the court proceeding. 
The accessibility of justice depends on how simple the procedure of initiation of court proceeding and trial is, the proper financing of the judiciary, a number of organizational factors, and on a large extent on the plaintiff's ability to bear the material costs associated with the procedure for the judicial protection of violated rights.
The violation of the principle of access to justice by national courts was taken into account by the European Court of Human Rights in a number of cases.
In the system of elements of access to justice, important factors are economic factors (justified amount of judicial fees, provision the possibility of their payment by prescribing installments or exemption from payment in general). One of the additional guarantees of access to justice may be the introduction of insurance against incurring legal costs. Such insurance will allow the plaintiff to avoid extraordinary expenses if the court refuses to satisfy the claims.
 It is proposed to create a legal mechanism for ensuring the right of citizens for free qualified legal aid in a certain category of civil cases (dismissal from work, deprivation of parental rights, calculation of pensions, payment of social benefits, etc.).
The author suggests revising the system of benefits associated with the payment of court fees when filing a lawsuit to the court. The system of recovery payments should be based on two principles: the category of the case (labor, family disputes), and the financial position of the plaintiff, confirmed by the income declaration. With a monthly income of less than two minimum subsistence minimums for each member of the plaintiff's family, the applicant must be exempted from payment of the court fee.
 In case of revealing untrue information contained in the income declaration, the proper sum of court fees has to be collected, and plaintiff has to be brought to the responsibility provided by law for filing an untrue income declaration.
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
