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The scientific works of modern scholars testify to the gradual development of such area of focus in the theory of criminology, as a method of investigation of crimes, in particular those committed by transnational organized criminal associations, the mandatory feature of which is the use of corrupt links with authorities and politicians. However, the results of counteraction to organized corruption crime do not yet fully meet the requirements of today life. The ways of solving this problem that are offered nowadays are not always correct; also the principle of complexity is not taken into consideration; there is a certain lack of specialists who are knowledgeable in such a phenomenon as organized crime and who also know well the operational search and investigative activities.

Organized crime has become a global problem, and therefore applying purely national measures may be ineffective when investigating such crimes. The global market has no limits, which leads to uncontrolled flow of money. Criminal communities use in their activities such technologies as electronic financial transactions, the Internet, satellite communications, which provide to us a certain level of quality life. The nature of organized crime that is qualitatively changing nowadays has created new challenges for law enforcement bodies.

The article deals with the problematic aspects; it defines the specifics of the methodology for investigating the activities of organized criminal groups, in particular transnational ones, which has corrupted links with authorities and politicians.

The global activity of organized crime shows that there is a certain need for more active application of the system analysis method of crime investigation, as well as the analytical intelligence to be applied to. In addition to improving analytical intelligence techniques, law enforcement bodies should combine this technique when taking joint tactical actions.

The legislator needs a significant rethinking of the norms of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, which relate to the definition of an organized group, as well as the Article 387 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine on the disclosure of data connected with operational and investigative activities and pre-trial investigation. Criminal liability for such disclosure should be borne by the persons specified in the law, not only in the event when such disclosed data reproach a person, humiliate its honor and dignity, but it should also arise when disclosure of such data has adversely affected the further course of investigation and establishment of the truth (i.e. concealment or destruction of documents, objects, influence on witnesses, hiding of a suspect, etc.).

The method of investigation of crimes committed by organized criminal organizations, especially transnational ones, has rather specific features, some of which need further research and improvement, meanwhile taking into account the globalization of crime, criminal procedural legislation and the priorities of today. All this requires the development of a separate up-to-date methodology for investigating crimes in this category.

International cooperation during criminal proceedings is an important part of the investigation of transnational crimes, but the coverage of all its aspects requires separate and detailed consideration which will be covered in our subsequent studies.
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
