Shmorgun О.S. A constitutional right of personality is of social defence (concept and maintenance)

The article deals with the concept and content of the constitutional right of a person to social protection. The author analyzes the various positions of the authors regarding the constitutional law. Author's definition and content of the constitutional right of a person to social protection is given. The subject of the study is a subjective understanding of the constitutional right to social protection, its concept and content. The constitutional guarantee of citizens' rights to social protection is analyzed. The provisions of the Constitution on the right to social protection in the case of full partial loss of ability to work, loss of breadwinner, unemployment from circumstances independent of them in the form of pensions, other social benefits and benefits, which are the main source of existence, are considered. The right of citizens to social protection is provided solely by the Law of Ukraine, which defines forms of types of pensions; the principles of regulation of labor and employment, protection of maternity, as well as the fact that certain categories of civil servants, servicemen, law enforcement officials and their families have the right to social protection, which is determined by separate laws.

The pension is regarded as the main and most massive type of social security and is provided in the form of social benefits for old age, invalidity, in the case of survivors in the amount that is calculated in relation to the amount of wages received by the employee before retirement. An analysis of the constitutional right of every citizen to appeal in the area of decisions, actions or inaction of state authorities, officials and servants on social protection issues, and the right to file a constitutional complaint to the Constitutional Court of Ukraine in accordance with the procedure established by law.

The emphasis is placed on the fact that the economic boundaries of the implementation of human rights for social protection directly depend on the economic security of the state.

The constitutional right to social protection is disclosed, as enshrined in the Constitution of Ukraine, in accordance with international agreements, the consent to be bound by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, the possibility for an individual to have social security in the case of full, partial or temporary disability, loss of breadwinner, unemployment from circumstances independent of them, as well as in cases of old age, provided by law, payments in the form of pensions, other types of social benefits, which are the main source of existence. Conclusions and recommendations are offered.
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
